The Commis

and Code of Ethics ordinance prohibits
Partnership menbers from voting on funding
recommendations that will directly affect the
member’ s employer or an entity in which he or
she has a financial interest. However, the
Partnership member may vote on funding
recommendations affecting a service category
in which they are a provider as long as the
member 1s not the sole provider in the
particular category and the recommendation
does not provide amounts or percentages among
the providers 1in a particular area.

Section 2-i11.1(v) provides that no advisory
board member “shall vote on any matter
presented to an advisory board or quasi-
judicial board on which the person sits if
the board member will be directly affected by
the action of the board on which the member
serves and the board member has any of the
following relationships with any of the
persons or entities appearing before the
board: (i) officer, directoxr, partner, of
counsel, consultant, employee, fiduciary, or
beneficiary; or (ii1) stockholder, bondholder,
debtor or credivor.”

Under the language of this section,
Partnership members may vote on funding
recommendations regarding a service category
as long a3z the

member 1s not the sol=s
provider in the category and the funding
recommendation does not designate amounts or
percentages among the various providers in a
particuiar service category.
