(GC) and Chlamydia (CT) in Miami-Dade 

Locally 

April 2010, a critical advisory letter went out from Lillian Rivera 
RN, MSN, PhD our Administrator regarding STDs being on the 
rise in Miami—Dade. These increases represent a 10 year high in 
reported infectious syphilis, gonorrhea and chlamydia. This still 
only represents a fraction of the actual cases as many have no 
symptoms or don’t recognize/ignore them so they go untreated. 

With teens, 71% of the chlamydia cases reported were among 
women of whom 73% were between 15-24 years of age. There 
has been a surge in syphilis with teens that we haven’t seen in 
many years.
